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Dear Friends, 
 
Starting at the beginning of June and 
continuing almost through October, you’re 
going to be seeing a lot of green.  Not just 
outside either, it’s going to be green inside 
too, at least it’ll be green inside our 
sanctuary here at Christ the Vine Lutheran 
Church.   Why?  
 
Because green is the liturgical color for 
Pentecost, and this is the season of 
Pentecost. 
 
What’s the season of Pentecost? 
 
That’s the time during the church year 
when we focus on the work of the Holy 
Spirit.  The season of Pentecost began a 
couple weeks ago on Pentecost Sunday, 
May 23 this year.  You may have noticed 
the representation of the Holy Spirit that 
was displayed on our chancel.  (Thank you 
Nathan)  
 
What is the work of the Holy Spirit? 
 
 In the original New Testament, written in 
Greek, the word “Paraclete” is often used  

 
to refer to the Holy Spirit, particularly in 
the Gospel of John.  In English, Paraclete 
is translated as “Counselor, Comforter or 
Helper.”  In Greek, Paraclete is a legal 
term and it means to be an advocate or 
defender. 
 
This Holy Spirit, counselor and comforter 
sent from God to help us, gives us hope 
and encouragement (Romans 15:13).  The 
Holy Spirit works in our lives to “sanctify” 
us, which means to change us and renew 
us over time, making us more Christ-like 
(2 Thess. 2:13).  In Galatians 5:22 we’re 
promised that the result of the Holy 
Spirit’s work in our lives is; joy, peace, 
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
gentleness and self-control.  And above 
all, the Holy Spirit, working through 
God’s Word, effects faith and salvation in 
us (Titus 3:5-7). 
 
The work of the Holy Spirit in our lives is 
absolutely critical.  As Martin Luther 
succinctly stated in his Small Catechism; 
“I believe that I cannot by my own reason 
or strength believe in Jesus Christ, my 
Lord, or come to him; but the Holy Spirit 
has called me by the Gospel, enlightened 
me with His gifts, sanctified and kept me 
in the true faith.” 
 
During this Pentecost season as we 
remember the great gifts given to us and 
the great work within us that the Holy 
Spirit continues to do throughout our lives, 
lets enjoy those gifts and give God thanks 
for his goodness to us!

Nathan opened with an inspirational video about our forgiveness in Christ, then 
Pastor presented a devotion about worrying which ended with prayer. 
  

It was moved, seconded and carried to approve April council meeting minutes. 
  

FINANCIAL REPORT – Jim reported in Sarah’s absence. There is a $10,000 
discrepancy between Sarah’s and Jackie Eastvedt’s reporting, and they will be 
reconciling to address the difference. Lucy said counters have been having 
problems with recording earmarked funds but the problems should be resolved 
by next week. Jim said giving has been consistent.  ACTION:  Ask Bill Wylie to 
be sure to promptly initial requests for musicians’ payments so checks aren’t 
delayed. 
  

Pastor said the Finks, who clean the church, are donating a commercial-grade 
vacuum to replace the two old vacuums.  Thank you to the Finks for this 
generous donation. 
  

ENDOWMENT FUND BYLAWS – Quinten Fadness chaired the committee that 
developed bylaws establishing the Christ the Vine Lutheran Church Endowment 
Fund.  The Bylaws had been emailed to members who have email.  Quinten 
moved to have the Parish Planning Council accept the endowment fund proposal 
for presentation to the congregation at the June voters’ meeting.  Motion was 
seconded and discussion followed. In response to a question, Quinten said these 
bylaws would be incorporated into CTV’s current bylaws. 
Motion was approved.  [NOTE:  Copy of proposed Bylaws and copy of resolution 
are attached to these minutes.] 
  

PARKING LOT RESURFACING – John Henry Hingson presented a packet 
containing three bids, one each from Portland Road & Driveway, Clackamas 
Construction, Bellamy Paving.  The pavement has deteriorated to the point of 
needing repairs that could be more expensive than repaving. Question:  Were 
Trustees involved in getting the bids?  Answer: Aware but not involved. John 
Henry stated that one reason for Stewardship to be involved is that it seems 
appropriate for Connect Campaign funds appropriate to be used for this purpose. 
Following discussion of the bids, John Henry moved that further consideration of 
the paving process be referred to the Board of Trustees. Seconded and passed.  
Tim McWilliams expressed thanks to the Stewardship Board for their work in 
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obtaining bids. Jim suggested there be a church project director for contact with 
contractor. [NOTE:  Copy of bid packet attached to these minutes.] 
  

CHURCH AUDIT – John Henry presented a letter/proposal from Bob Fligg 
regarding conducting an audit of church finances. In consultation with a local, 
independent CPA, Bob described four levels of financial review and 
recommended the fourth, called Agreed Upon Procedures. This process provides 
“Lan evaluation and critique of how we do things related to finances, and 
recommendations for improvement.” It is not an audit, which our constitution 
requires; we might want to consider amending the constitution to specify this type 
of financial review, which would be more helpful to us than an actual audit.  It 
was moved that we accept the report by Bob Fligg and that we come to 
agreement with Trent Doman to provide Agreed Upon Procedures for our 
congregation as soon as possible. Motion was seconded and approved.  
  

John Henry reported that Bob also suggested a source of funds as either the 
executive administration budget item or other underused funds to pay the $500-
$1000 cost. A motion was made to use executive administration funds for up to 
$500 of the cost then solicit from the congregation for any balance needed.  
Motion was seconded and approved. 
  
 

STORAGE COMMITTEE – Vickie Bellamy reported that the committee met and 
drew up a resolution to request that the nursery space be converted to a much-
needed additional food storage area.  Vickie moved that the conversion be 
allowed and that the community be approached to help with funding for the 
shelving; motion seconded. Discussion followed about Sunday morning use of 
the nursery as well as use by the kindergarten staff to do one-on-one work with 
students.  It was stated that there will be room for a small table and chairs for the 
kindergarten class to use. Motion approved.  [NOTE:  The full motion as 
presented is attached to these minutes.]  ACTION:  Pastor asked Sherry Brown 
to talk to kindergarten staff about this plan. 
  

NOMINATING COMMITTEE – Carol Miller reported that we still need nominees 
for chairs of Christian Education, Worship, Outreach boards. The voters meeting 
is planned for June 13 and will be announced 2 weeks prior to the meeting. 
Installation of the elected is planned for June 27 to avoid Father’s Day.  Another 
option suggested is to install after the voting. 
  

CHURCH OPERATING CODES COMMITTEE REPORT – Pat Arent reported 
that the committee is organized, making progress and may be done sooner than 
expected.  Some revisions will be presented. 
  

PASTOR’S REPORT – Since there is one more Sunday in May, no report official 
report was made.  Pastor did report that the mission trip kids will lead Sunday 
School in June.   
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ELDERS – Bill Balke said some families have requested a permanent change to 
one service.  July and August will be a time to experience that. 
  

DCE REPORT – Nathan said the mission trip is just six weeks away.  He wants 
to make sure the congregation knows that Vacation Bible School will be at Sandy 
Vista, not here this year but that our families are welcome and encouraged to go 
to Sandy.  A concern is that for those who do not want to go to Sandy, Camp 
D’Vine tuition will not be affordable.  It was decided to offer Camp D’Vine to CTV 
families for whatever they feel they can pay, if anything, and scholarships will 
continue to be available to community children. 
  

Pastor expressed appreciation for Nathan’s amazing chancel creation for 
Pentecost! 
  

EARLY CHILDHOOD REPORT -- Eileen reported that the auction brought over 
$4,000, less than last year but more than 2008. There was more support from the 
congregation this year. Earnings from the used book sale totaled $1100. 
  

John Henry expressed deep gratitude to Jim Carow for his dedicated service as 
Executive Director over the past two years.  The Council gave Jim a standing 
ovation. Jim has stated that he will be available to the new Executive Director as 
needed.  Many, many thanks, Jim, for a job well done.  
  

The meeting was adjourned at 8:48 with prayer by Pastor.

                                                   ...and with help from the greater 
Damascus/Boring/Sandy/Portland community, so have we. 
 
Our Christ the Vine Community Garden began as a conversation over a year 
ago.  The first official meeting in the fall of 2009 included church members as 
well as community members from the fire department and Damascus City Hall. 
 There had been ongoing interest in starting a community garden in Damascus 
as part of emergency preparedness planning. Alice Lasher agreed to call upon 
her network of resources in the gardening community to help launch our project. 
Meetings continued over the winter with our concept of the garden growing and 
changing.  This year our plans for the garden include a children's garden, corn, 
bean and squash patch, blueberry/strawberry ring, raspberry/asparagus patch, 
as well as fruit trees, perennials, flowers, vegetables, herbs and tomatoes. Long 
term plans include relocating the Memorial Rose Garden, further developing the 
native and pond gardens and providing individual plots.   
 
Our first work party was held February 28, 2010.  A few days before, Scott Paul 
provided one of his workers to scrape sod and carve out gardening areas under 
Alice's direction.  Community donated truck loads of manure, topsoil and plants 
began showing up in our parking lot. The weather cooperated allowing dozens of 
workers to accomplish a lot:  pruning, hauling branches, blackberry clearing, 
planting berries, etc.  Harry Schleef, built and hung a house for mason bees. 
Treasures were discovered including a patch of wild purple violets and a fig tree. 
Work parties have continued with returning help from the community including 
the Kiwanis Club and Key Bank.  Albertson's even donated food for one of our 
work parties.  
 
In May the Christ the Vine Community Garden was awarded a $500 grant from 
the Clackamas County Master Gardeners. The money will mainly go towards 
irrigation supplies.  Scott Paul will be finishing up our irrigation supply lines this 
week. A big thank you again, Scott!!  All labor and materials for our garden have 
been donated, without asking for church support.  We continue to have needs, so 
if you feel led to contribute financially or with materials to the garden, please do! 
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We will start our Weekly Wednesday Work parties on June 2nd.  The first work 
party of each month will begin with a salad potluck at 6 pm.  This week we will 
harvest lettuce from the garden, so please bring salad toppings or other food 
items to share.  Our work parties will begin at 6:30.  The rainy weather has 
slowed our schedule, but we hope to get the bulk of our garden planting done. 
 This is the fun part so I hope many of you will join us.  Most of our community 
volunteers have moved on to their own gardens so we can use your help. 
 
Our vision for the garden has always been to glorify God.  I believe that we are 
doing that on many levels.  We are beautifying and being good stewards of the 
wonderful property God has provided for our church.  We hope to provide our 
food bank and church members with delicious, fresh produce.  It has been 
wonderful to welcome members of the community who don't usually come to our 
church.  We were on the receiving end of their generosity to us and hopefully 
they felt our thankfulness for their help.  My hope is that our garden continues to 
be a way to reach out to the community- within our church and outside it's doors.
